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Venison Chili Recipe 
 

Still have a few pounds of veni-
son leftover from hunting? 
Check out this recipe we stum-
bled upon on Griffin’s Guide.  
 

Ingredients: 

 1 lb ground venison 
 1 lb ground pork 
 1 tsp salt 
 1 tsp ground black pepper 
 1 tsp crushed red pepper 
 1 tsp hot sauce 
 2 tsp Italian seasoning 
 1 tsp chili powder 
 1 tsp cumin 
 1 tsp nutmeg 
 1/2 medium onion, chopped 
 3 cloves minced garlic 
 3 tomatoes, diced 
 1 can (24 oz tomato sauce 
 1 large can (40.5 oz) dark red 
kidney beans 
 Cheddar cheese, for topping 
 

Directions 
 

In a medium bowl, mix together 
the venison, pork, salt, pepper, 
red pepper, hot sauce, Italian 
seasoning, chili powder, cumin, 
and nutmeg. In a large sauce pan 
over medium-high heat, cook the 
meat and onion until browned. 
Drain.  

Add in the garlic, tomatoes, to-
mato sauce, and beans. Reduce 
the heat to medium and cook un-
til the chili bubbles.  

Reduce the heat to low, and let 
simmer about 20 minutes so that 
all the flavors will meld togeth-
er. Sprinkle with cheese and 
serve hot. Enjoy!
